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Research Objectives

The objectives of this research are to assess awareness of Aboriginal issues and to gauge opinions on various issues surrounding Aboriginal Peoples in Canada, among residents of Ontario and, in particular, residents of Northern Ontario.  More specifically, this study measured:

· Awareness and recall of Aboriginal issues;

· Perceived understanding of Aboriginal issues;

· Interest in Aboriginal issues on a local level;

· Perceived accuracy of media coverage of Aboriginal issues;

· Perceived progress of INAC with regard to specific Aboriginal issues; and

· Approval of INAC.

Methodology

This research was conducted using the Ipsos-Reid Ontario Omnibus. The Ipsos-Reid Ontario Omnibus is a cost-effective shared vehicle, which collects the opinions of N=1,000 Ontario residents every 10 days.  

The questions were placed on one full wave of the Ontario Omnibus and again on a second wave of the Omnibus but only in the following selected districts within Northern Ontario: Sudbury, Timiskaming, Cochrane, Algoma, Thunder Bay, Rainy River, and Kenora in order to achieve a sample of N=100 in these districts.

The margins of error associated with the Ipsos-Reid Ontario Omnibus are listed in the table below:

The margin of error for the N=100 interviews conducted among selected districts of Northern Ontario is ±10.8, 19 times out of 20.

The survey data was weighted to ensure that the age and gender composition of the sample is reflective of the actual adult Ontario population according to the most recent census data.

All questions were cross-tabulated by a range of demographic and socio-economic variables collected as part of the omnibus. 

Note: Throughout this report, for the sake of brevity, ‘selected districts of Northern Ontario’ refers to: Sudbury, Timiskaming, Cochrane, Algoma, Thunder Bay, Rainy River, and Kenora.  ‘Northern Ontario’ refers to the above districts as well as: Manitoulan, Nipissing, Parry Sound, Sudbury Regional Municipality, Haliburton, and Muskoka, whereas Ontario, refers to the sample attained from the first full wave on the Ontario Omnibus (i.e. without the over sample in the selected districts of Northern Ontario).

Executive Summary
Overall, residents of the selected districts of Northern Ontario have a higher level of awareness of First Nations issues compared to those in Ontario (48% vs. 41%), and are more likely to consider themselves to be knowledgeable of First Nations issues in their region.

When residents of the selected districts of Northern Ontario are asked to recall specific issues, land claims are top of mind, as are various policing issues.  Residents of Ontario are also more likely to recall land claims, followed by the Ipperwash inquiry, and the Dudley George shooting.

These findings reveal that residents of selected districts of Northern Ontario are more engaged in Aboriginal issues in their region compared to those in Ontario overall.  They are more likely to seek information or media coverage relating to First Nations issues (37% vs. 20%) and to consider the media coverage of Aboriginal issues in their region to be accurate (23% vs. 15%).   

In all cases, the perceived progress of INAC on First Nations’ issues is limited, with respondents at best divided in their assessment; however residents of selected districts of Northern Ontario, who appear to be more aware, knowledgeable and engaged in First Nations issues compared to their Ontario counterparts, are more likely to say that INAC has made progress in each if the areas tested: economic development, water quality, provision of social services, resolution of land claim issues, and mould issues in First Nations housing/schools. 

Residents of selected districts of Northern Ontario feel that INAC has made the greatest progress with regard to: the provision of social services in First Nations.  This opinion is mirrored among residents of Ontario overall.  

The majority of Ontarians approve of the work INAC is doing in behalf of Canadians.  Moreover, among those in the selected districts of Northern Ontario who have a higher awareness of Aboriginal issues and who seek information and media coverage, the approval rating is higher.  

Résumé
Dans l’ensemble, les résidants de secteurs donnés du Nord de l’Ontario connaissent davantage les enjeux liés aux Premières nations que les autres Ontariens (48 p. 100 contre 41 p. 100), et ils ont plus tendance à penser qu’ils sont au courant des enjeux régionaux dans ce domaine.

Lorsqu’on leur demande de se remémorer certains enjeux, les résidants de secteurs donnés du Nord de l’Ontario mentionnent surtout les revendications territoriales ainsi que des questions liées aux services de police. Les Ontariens en général ont aussi tendance à faire état des revendications territoriales, puis de la commission d'enquête sur Ipperwash et du décès par balle de Dudley George.

À la lumière de ces constatations, il semble que les résidants de secteurs donnés du Nord de l’Ontario s’intéressent davantage aux enjeux autochtones de leur région que les Ontariens en général. Ils sont plus susceptibles de chercher à s’informer sur ces questions (37 p. 100 contre 20 p. 100), notamment par le truchement des médias, et de considérer que les reportages médiatiques sur les enjeux autochtones de leur région rendent bien compte de la situation (23 p. 100 contre 15 p. 100).   

Dans tous les cas, les progrès réalisés par Affaires indiennes et du Nord Canada (AINC) relativement aux enjeux des Premières nations sont perçus comme étant limités. Dans leur évaluation, les répondants ont des avis pour le moins partagés. Toutefois, les résidants de secteurs donnés du Nord de l’Ontario, qui paraissent plus intéressés et informés que les autres Ontariens relativement à ces enjeux, ont davantage tendance à considérer que le Ministère a accompli des progrès dans chaque domaine examiné, soit le développement économique, la qualité de l’eau, la prestation de services sociaux, le règlement des revendications territoriales et les problèmes de moisissure dans les logements et les établissements scolaires des Premières nations. 

Les résidants de secteurs donnés du Nord de l’Ontario sont d’avis que le Ministère a accompli les progrès les plus notables dans le domaine de la prestation de services sociaux aux Premières nations. La population ontarienne en général partage cette opinion.  

La majorité des Ontariens sont d’accord avec le travail effectué par AINC au nom des Canadiens. Qui plus est, le degré d’approbation est plus élevé parmi les résidants de secteurs donnés du Nord de l’Ontario, qui ont une connaissance et un intérêt accrus relativement aux enjeux autochtones.

Detailed Findings

Awareness of Aboriginal Issues

Almost half (48%) of those in selected districts of Northern Ontario can recall a specific Aboriginal issue that has recently been in the news.  

Among residents of Ontario overall, fewer (41%) are able to recall a specific Aboriginal issue.  The majority of these respondents (59%) say they cannot. 
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Ontario residents who are most likely to be able to recall a specific Aboriginal issue that has recently been in the news are:

· residents of Southwest (59%) and Northern Ontario (53%) compared to those in other areas of Ontario;

· university graduates (49%) and those with some post secondary education (42%) compared to those with lower levels of education (29%);

· older respondents (peaking at 49% among those 55 years of age or older);

· those with higher household incomes (peaking at 46% among those earning $60,000 or more a year); and

· rural dwellers (49% vs. 39% among those living in urban areas).

Recall of Specific Aboriginal Issues

Those who claim to be aware of a specific Aboriginal issue in the news were asked to describe the issue they recall.  Among residents of selected districts of Northern Ontario, 27 percent mention land claims, followed distantly by ‘a police officer shooting a native person in Winnipeg’ (10%).   Fishing rights, police shooting (unspecified), and policing issues follow, each at six percent of respondents.

Ontario residents mention a variety of issues including: land claims (16%), the Ipperwash/Ipperwash Inquiry (11%) and the Dudley George shooting (11%) most frequently.  The remaining mentions, each cited by fewer than 10 percent of respondents, include: policing issues (5%), drug/alcohol problems (4%), education issues (4%), police left native man outside to freeze (3%), government funding for village relocation (3%), and police officer shot a native person in Winnipeg (3%).  All other issues are mentioned by two percent of respondents or less.
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Ontario residents most likely to mention land claims, the Ipperwash/Ipperwash inquiry, and the Dudley George shooting in Ontario are:

· Land claims: residents of Northern Ontario (21%) compared to those from Southwest Ontario (8%).

· The Ipperwash/Ipperwash Inquiry: residents of Southwest Ontario (28%) compared to those in all other areas of Ontario, and rural dwellers (18% compared to 10% among those living in urban areas).

· Dudley George shooting: residents of Southwest Ontario (22%) compared to those in all other parts of Ontario.

Knowledge of First Nations Issues

Respondents from the selected districts of Northern Ontario are significantly more likely than those in Ontario overall to say they are knowledgeable of First Nations issues in their region (30% vs. 16% saying 5,4 on a 5-point scale).  One-third (34%) rate their understanding as a neutral three on a five-point scale, while a slightly higher proportion (35%) consider their understanding of First Nations issues to be low (score of 1 or 2).

In terms of Ontario respondents, more than half (54%) say they are not knowledgeable of Aboriginal issues, while three in ten (29%) provide a score of three. 
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Ontario respondents most likely to say they are very knowledgeable (rating of 5 on 5-point scale) of Aboriginal issues in their region are:

· residents of Northern Ontario (9%) compared to those in the Greater Toronto Area (4%); and 

· those who have sought information or media coverage relating to First Nations issues in their area in the past 6 months (11% vs. 4% among those who have not).

Sought Information/Media Coverage on First Nations Issues

Respondents were asked if they had sought information or media coverage related to First Nations issues in their region in the past six months.  Those in the selected districts of Northern Ontario (37%) are significantly more likely than Ontarians overall (20%) to have sought this type of information on a regional level. Moreover, this behaviour is most prominent among men (49% vs. 26% among women) in these northern districts.   
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Among residents of Ontario overall, those in Northern Ontario (40%) and Southwest Ontario (28%), to a lesser degree, are more likely than those in other parts of the province to say they have sought information or media coverage relating to First Nations Issues in their region. 

Accuracy of Aboriginal Issues in the Media

Nearly one-quarter (23%) of those in selected districts of Northern Ontario say that the media coverage of the Aboriginal issues in their region is accurate.  The rest of respondents are divided between either being somewhat neutral on the subject (37% saying ‘3’) or considering media coverage to be inaccurate (38%). 

In comparison, residents of Ontario are significantly less likely to consider the media coverage of Aboriginal issues in the media to be accurate (14%, with only 4% saying very accurate).  Four in ten (40%) offer a more neutral score of three, 35 percent feel it is not accurate, and one in ten (10%) say they don’t know.  
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Ontarians overall who are most likely to say that coverage of Aboriginal issues in the media is very accurate (rating of 5 on a 5-point scale) are:

· those who consider themselves to be knowledgeable of Aboriginal issues (11%);

· residents of Northern Ontario (10%) compared to those in other areas of Ontario;

· those with lower levels of education (peaking at 10% among those with less than a high school education); and

· those with lower household incomes (peaking at 8% among those who earn less than $30,000 a year).

Progress of INAC on Aboriginal Issues

Respondents were asked to rate Indian and Northern Affairs in terms of the progress it has made on the following First Nations’ issues:  economic development, water quality, provision of social services, resolution of land claims, and mould issues in First Nations housing/schools.  

Overall, residents of selected districts of Northern Ontario are more likely than residents of Ontario to say that INAC has made progress in each of the tested areas.

Progress of INAC on Provision of Social Services

More than one third (35%) of those in selected districts of Northern Ontario say that INAC has made progress in the provision of social services for First Nations.  In fact, 16 percent feel that a great deal of progress has been made.  Perceived progress is significantly lower among residents of Ontario overall (21%).  
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Residents of Ontario who are most likely to feel that progress has been made in the provision of social services for First Nations include:  residents of Northern Ontario (29%) compared to those in other areas of Ontario, rural dwellers (28% vs. 19% among those in urban areas), and those who are 35 years or older (23% compared to those who are younger, 16%).

Progress of INAC on Economic Development in First Nations

When asked if INAC has made progress in the economic development of First Nations, one-quarter (25%) of those in selected districts of Northern Ontario agree that progress has been made, with 8% saying a great deal of progress.  Again, this particular group of Ontarians is significantly more positive in terms of perceived progress compared to those residing in Ontario overall (25% vs. 14% saying 5 or 4 on a 5-point scale).  Forty-five percent of Ontarians feel that little (26%) or no (19%) of progress has been made.  
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Residents of Ontario overall who are most likely to feel that progress has been made in the economic development of First Nations are:  residents of Northern Ontario (24%), those with a high school education or less (21%) compared to those with higher levels of education (12%), and those who consider themselves to be knowledgeable of First Nations issues (26%). 

Progress of INAC on Mould Issues in First Nations Housing/Schools

One in five (21%) respondents in selected districts of Northern Ontario say that progress has been made with respect to mould issues in First Nations housing/schools (with 11% saying a great deal of progress) – significantly fewer residents of Ontario overall (21% vs. 12%) feel that progress has been made in this area.  Many residents of both selected districts of Northern Ontario and Ontario feel that progress has not been made (44% for both), while approximately three in ten offer a score of three (27% and 29%, respectively).  
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Residents of Ontario overall who are most likely to feel that progress has been made with respect to mould issues in First Nations housing/schools are:  residents of Northern Ontario (20%), rural dwellers (18% vs. 11% among those in urban areas), men (14%) compared to women (10%), and those who claim to be knowledgeable of First Nations’ issues (18%).

Progress of INAC on Resolution of Land Claims Issues

In terms of the resolution of land claims, nearly one in five (19%) of those in selected districts of Northern Ontario feel that INAC has made progress in First Nations.  However, the majority either rate the progress that INAC has made as a three (27%) or feel that little or no progress has been made (48%).  Similar results are found among residents of Ontario overall: 16 percent feel that progress has been made with respect to the resolution of land claims, 28 percent provide a response of three, and a plurality, 44%, feel that little or no progress has been made. 
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Residents of Ontario overall who are most likely to feel that progress has been made in the resolution of land claims are: residents of Northern Ontario (24%) compared to those in the Greater Toronto Area (15%).   

Progress of INAC on Water Quality in First Nations

Among both residents of selected districts of Northern Ontario and Ontario overall, a relatively low proportion of respondents feel that INAC has made progress in terms of water quality in First Nations (16% and 14%, respectively).  
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Residents of Ontario overall who are most likely to feel that progress has been made in the water quality of First Nations are: residents of Northern and Southwest Ontario (both at 19%), those with high school (19%) or some post-secondary education (15%) compared to those with higher levels of education (10%), and those who claim to be knowledgeable of First Nations’ issues (24%).   

Approval of INAC

Almost two-thirds (65%) of respondents in selected districts of Northern Ontario either strongly (10%) or somewhat (55%) approve of the work INAC is doing on behalf on Canadians.  Approval is particularly high among women (75%) compared to men (53%).  

Among residents of Ontario overall, the majority (59%) of respondents also express approval of INAC.  Six in ten (59%) either somewhat (50%) or strongly (9%) approve.  Residents of Ontario overall who are most likely to approve of the work INAC is doing on behalf of Canadians tend to be younger (64% among those 18 to 34 compared to 55% among those who are 55 years or older).  
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Ontario residents who are most likely to strongly approve (rating of 5 on a 5-point scale) of the work INAC is doing on behalf of Canadians are: 

· those with lower levels of education (peaking 18% among those with less than a high school education); and 

· those with lower levels of income (peaking at 14% among those earning less than $30,000 a year).
