The bo'sun was the one who was pulled 
aboard the cutter 
When his life had gone. 

That's how it happened, there isn't much 
more-
The I'm Alone became an international 
affair 
Skipper John and his seamen were all 
released, 
The U.S. Government couldn't make a 
case. 
That kind of violence is bound to happen 
When a law like Prohibition sits up and 
begs to be broken 
And we'll still remember the story of the 
I'm Alone 
And Skipper John Randall. 
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
