Alistair Brown contributed an obituary for David Parry, while 
Olaf Sveen remembered Toralf Tollefsen; Judith Cohen wrote an 
EthnoFolk Letter; reviewed items were recordings by Wendy 
Berner, Ian Robb, Roger Helfrick, The Irish Descendants, Mark 
Knickle and Sheela-Na-Gigh.
