Could you please requst a DRAFT letter be prepared, on an urgent basis, from Minister Ashfield to US Senators and/or members of 
congress (recipients to be determined) providing a factual update of the ISA situation in Canada?  
Key messages to be incuded:

Testing: 
Our official lab in Moncton has completed the first tests and we can confirm that all samples which have previously been reported 
as infected with ISA have tested negative in our lab. The samples show no signs of the disease.

Lab review: 
We have contracted an independent review into the conduct of both laboratories to determine how a false positive could have been 
obtained - looking at diagnostic procedures, handling of samples and assessment of practises.

Public confidence: 
The public can be confident in our current review and management practises - between the federal and provincial governments, 
we've tested over 5000 samples and none have tested positive for the disease. Our management practises are clearly working. 
Should we be required to adjust our practises in the future due to new data, we are prepared to adjust our review and management 
practises accordingly.
