The photos in the attached folder “The Good, Bad, Ugly” are a visual reminder of the contrast between the beauty and natural value of our BC coast compared to the ugliness of the invasive feedlots. I have only seen aerial photos in the public news features. To me, the up-close shots are important because they show the true nature of the infrastructures and their deterioration over time. They do not remain pristine and intact. They do not resemble tennis courts or have any positive impact visually. They are a serious blight on our coast.
I do not believe, in the scientific arguments being presented, that there has been enough emphasis on the aesthetics; visual, noise, smell and water pollution that surrounds these feedlots. This is extremely harmful to people above the water. It is even worse below the waterline, where they are a danger to anything and everything on the coast, including the Fraser River sockeye. 
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
