Hello,
My name is Bruce MacLeod.  In 1949 our family moved to Horsefly Lake where my father was the chief biologist at the Quesnel Station, an experimental Sockeye salmon hatchery.  My grandfather was the 
Superintendent for the lower Fraser River Salmon area working for the Dominion of Fisheries, and "planted" sockeye eggs in the Nadina River in 1928 with two gentlemen named Stratton and Hearn in late October.  That same year, he received a telegram from a man named Major Motherwell transferring him to head office in New Westminster. I mention this because then you might understand how I am connected to the salmon and in particular the Sockeye.

I am a member of the Horsefly River Roundtable, which is dedicated to preserving our watershed in the Horsefly River/Quesnel Lake.  We have an annual Salmon Festival, and this year was no exception.  This year I was involved in teaching Gyotaku using our dead sockeye, of which there were very few.  The salmon I worked with had not spawned.  As far as I am aware, most of the sockeye died without spawning.  DFO apparently froze a few freezer loads of these salmon, but no testing for ISA was done.  I asked DFO if they would not test these fish to either prove or disprove that ISA is present in any of these salmon.  I have received no reply to my query, and can only assume I am being stonewalled.  Perhaps, the Cohen Commission can exert some pressure for results. 
In my opinion, the world information regarding salmon farms is that prolific it would take a complete moron, or crooks to actually look at all these facts, and still reiterate salmon farms have no plausible impact on our wild salmon stocks.  I urge you to do the right thing, and ban all open net fish farm operations in Canada.
